Our Response TO Jesus Results in God’s Forgiveness and Personal Presence (vv. 37-38)

Acts 2:37 Now when they heard this they were cut to the heart, and said to Peter and the
rest of the apostles, “Brothers, what shall we do?” 38 And Peter said to them, “Repent and
be baptized every one of you in the name of Jesus Christ for the forgiveness of your sins,
and you will receive the gift of the Holy Spirit.

Reflect, Discuss, Apply

1) Has the death & resurrection of King Jesus “cut to your heart” (v. 37)? As you examine your life, does it truly reflect
that you are convicted & convinced that Christ reigns as Lord? Thank God for this reality, and pray for the Holy Spirit to
remind you of that truth daily.

2) The promise of Jesus is for us and all who are far off from God (v. 38). Who has God placed in your life to bear witness
to in order that they might be saved? Write down ways you can carry out this charge with those people.

3) We see the fruit of Peter’s Spirit-Filled proclamation of Christ - three thousand souls being added to the Kingdom of
God (v. 41). Do you desire this kind of salvation and eternal life in the world currently? Join us in fasting and praying for
the truth of Jesus to cut to the hearts of many this Easter season. Consider making the practice of fasting in prayer a
regular part of your life as you rest in the hope of eternal life.
