Jesus’ Heart on Serving

e Serving is not just what we do, it is who we are.

3. The Father produces results from our exercised gifts.

1 Cor. 12:6 and there are varieties of activities, but it is the same God who empowers them all in
everyone.

4. God gifts us, provides opportunity for those gifts, and empowers them for OUR BENEFIT!
