Seven Questions to Consider and Two Arenas to Evaluate (1 Corinthians 8-10:7): Rate Yourself From 1-10 & Elaborate
The Internal Arena

1. Dol treasure being known by my Heavenly Father over displays of knowledge? (See 1 Cor. 8:6)
1 Cor. 8:2 “If anyone imagines that he knows something, he does not yet know as he ought to know. 3
But if anyone loves God, he is known by God.”



2. Are my words, actions, and values a reflection of my loving connection with Jesus? (See 1Cor.10:16)
1 Cor. 8:11 “And so by your knowledge this weak person is destroyed, the brother for whom Christ
died”

3. Am | willing to surrender my freedom or adapt my preferences to create clear paths to the
gospel?
1 Cor. 9:12b “..we endure anything rather than put an obstacle in the way of the gospel of Christ.”

1 Cor. 9: 23 “I do it all for the sake of the gospel, that I may share with them in its blessings.”

4. Do | exercise self-control with an eternal reward in view?
1 Cor. 9: 25 “Every athlete exercises self-control in all things. They do it to receive a perishable wreath,
but we an imperishable.”
